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Prerequisite : Core year

Course Description:

The course provides the students with a general overview of the fundamentals of microbiology,
basic chemistry and bacterial growth. The course introduces the students to cellular structure,
fungi, parasites, viruses, bacteria and microbiological techniques. Infection by microorganisms,
the body defenses, immunity and vaccines are explored. Methods of destruction of microbiological
material and controlling pathogens are addressed. Emphasis is placed on measures of infection
prevention, safety measures and universal standards for control.
